Division 1 Grand Final  Facts & StatsDivision 1 Grand Final  Facts & Stats
BHL 1 Labrador v Easts 1

Familiar Rivalry: This is the sixth time in the past nine seasons that Labrador and Easts have clashed in the BHL1
grand final.
Recent History: Labrador claimed the 2024 premiership in dramatic fashion, defeating Easts with a golden goal in
extra time. Easts won the year before, edging Labrador 2–1 in the 2023 decider.
Head-to-Head in Grand Finals: Easts hold two grand final wins over Labrador (2017, 2023), while Labrador now
have three victories over Easts (2019, 2020, 2024).
Top of the Table Clash: For the ninth time in the last 11 seasons, the teams that finished first and second on the
ladder will meet in the grand final.
2025 Ladder Finish: Labrador finished as Minor Premiers with 49 points, with Easts on 43.
Season Matchups: The two heavyweights have already crossed paths three times this year. Round 1 ended in a
hard-fought 1–1 draw, before Labrador edged ahead 3–2 in Round 10. In the first semifinal, Easts turned the tables
with a thrilling 4–3 victory.  Today is anyones game. 

PL1  Commercial 1 v University of Qld 1 
Commercial Hockey Club | Commercial has a proud Division 1 record, claiming premierships in 1999, 2000, 2003,
2005, 2008, 2016 and most recently in 2022. The club first rose to A1 status in 1976 and has since been a regular
contender, with countless grand final appearances cementing their place as one of Brisbane’s powerhouse
women’s clubs.
University of Queensland Hockey Club | UQ’s women have been consistent challengers in recent years. Their
Division 1 breakthrough came in 2018 when they secured both the Minor Premiership and Premiership – a historic
double for the club. That triumph kicked off a remarkable run of four consecutive grand final appearances
between 2018 and 2021, firmly establishing UQ as a modern Division 1 force.

Today’s Contest
This year’s grand final brings together two of Brisbane hockey’s most decorated and determined Division 1 clubs.
With Commercial’s tradition of success and UQ’s recent golden era, this clash promises a thrilling chapter in their
head-to-head rivalry.
Season Matchups: Head-to-Head in 2025 :The two clubs have already crossed paths three times this season, and
the ledger is finely balanced: with Round 1 – UQ edged out Commercial 3–2 ; Round 2 – UQ repeated the dose with
another 3–2 win and the Semi Final – Commercial hit back in emphatic style, recording a 6–0 victory.  With UQ
holding the advantage in the regular season and Commercial showing their firepower in finals, today’s grand
final shapes as the ultimate decider.
